5. If your horn sounds as soon as you install 

the HornTrigger, then insert washers under
the Attachment Points. This will create more 

space between your horn button and the 
Contact Point.

6. You can adjust the Thumb Lever reach by 

rotating the left switch assembly.

7. Relocating your accessory bracket (phone 
or cup holder) to the right handle will make it 

easier to install the HornTrigger.

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1. First, secure your clutch bracket to the handle to prevent any paint damage.

2. Unscrew the 2 clutch bracket bolts.

3. Install the HornTrigger on top of the bracket using the same 2 bolts.

Do not over tighten (7-9Nm torque). 

4. If you want your horn to sound faster (more sensitivity) install one of the Spacers at the Contact Point.
